   The race is on.  It’s currently the last semester of your high school tenure and you have a LOT of things which are about to be pressing for you…..Graduation, ACT/SATs, Scholarships, FAFSAs, Choosing a college/university, College Admissions (and everything included in that), securing funds for college, possibly getting a job, etc., etc., etc…….

   This semester will absolutely FLY!!! So, be sure to stay on top of things and don’t procrastinate on items which have deadlines you must meet (like AR points and keeping up your grades!!!).

   LOTS of college scholarships have a deadline date of Feb. 1st.  Check with your college of choice NOW to ascertain that you’re on track to apply for those scholarships which can help you pay for your college education.  For those of you headed for OU or OSU, they’re two universities with early scholarship application dates…….Also, if you’re planning on living on campus, remember that the nice dorm rooms/apartments are taken first.  If you wait too long to reserve a place to live, you’ll have to settle for less-than-desirable living arrangements.  Now is the time to be taking care of these things.

   Many of you have asked about the LOCAL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS.  Those are always among the last ones available.  I’ll have them ready sometime in March and will come to your English classrooms to advise you as to when they’re available.

  I hope you’re actively checking some of the sources I’ve given to you already in trying to secure scholarships.  There are thousands out there; you must take an active role in trying to secure them if you hope to get them.  

   One scholarship resource I mentioned in the Dec. listing was the Wal-Mart Community Scholarship.  I went to the website I mentioned to you but found nothing there.  So I checked my files and found the website which we were last directed to in order to apply for that scholarship (www.walmartfoundation.org) But I found nothing there, either.  So, apparently, they’ve discontinued that scholarship…..(sorry).

  I have one important request:  If/when you receive any documentation which offers a scholarship to you, please bring it to me so I can make a copy of it.  The reason is that we want to recognize you at the Senior Awards Assembly for EVERYTHING for which you’ve been offered…..even if you’re not going to enroll at that particular college/university, if they offer you a scholarship to go there, we want to know about it.  This serves two purposes:  First (and foremost)…You should be publicly recognized for being offered these awards (because you’ve done something outstanding to deserve and be offered them); and second, it’s good to let other younger students see what you’ve achieved so they’ll be encouraged to do their best in school so they, too can receive some of these awards/scholarships.
